The fire department has requested that all addresses in the 

District meet California State Fire Code section 505.1.  

❖ The Street Address should be a minimum of 4-inch numbers 

with contrasting colors.

❖ The Street Address may be placed on the front of the house 

and must be visible from the roadway fronting the house.

❖ If the house is not visible from the road the address must be 

placed on a monument or pole or gate visible from the 

roadway.
